New Delhi: Inabid incentivise
Issuance of long-terms trade
licences, the East Delhi Muni-
cipal Corporation (EDMC)
hasdecided toprovidea15% re-
bate on the fee If traders apply
for a three-year general trade
licence. Several other changes
have been introduced In accor-
dance with the new trade licen-
ce policy, which will be appll-
cable from April 2021.

An EDMC spokesperson sta-
ted that some trade assoclations
had submitted their sugges-
tions and feedback for stimplify-
ing the policy regarding general
trade and storage licences.

"We have Incorporated the
feedback in making these
amendments. A processing fee
will now be charged at the time
of applying for a new licence.
However, in case of renewal or
amendment of an existing 1i-
cence, only half of the proces-
sing fee will be charged , irre-
spective of the number of ye-
ars— with the maximum limit
of three years- for which a li-
cence renewal is applied for," a
senior EDMC officlal said.

No fee will be charged from
an applicant if they surrender
their licence within the validi-
ty period. "However, in case the
applicant wishes to surrender
its licence after expiry of itsva-
lidity, they will have to pay a li-
cence fee for that financial ye-
ar. The applicant will be liable
to pay the difference in the 1i-
cence fee in case of an increase
inthearea,” the official stated.

A restructuring of the fac-
tory license fee has also been
carried out. According to acir-
cular issued by the factory 11-
censing department on Thurs-
day, in case of new factory 1i-
cences, theregistration fee will
vary between Rs 2,000 and Rs
50,000 per annum. Similarly,
the licence fee will vary betwe-
en Rs4000 and Rs40,000 per an-
num, depending on the power
load. The processing fee for all
categories will be Rs1,000 per
application. No revision has
been carried out in household
industry licenses.
